T' can be difficult to 
answer but according 
Harmers Workplace law­
yers, a key consideration in 
the courts is tI e 
itself, rather than the mo­
tivation or intent. 

Workplace bullying is es­
timated to cost Australian 
business between $6 billion 
and $13 billion a year. 

Greg Robertson, general 
counsel for 
Workplace Lawyers 
bullying behaviour 
arise when 
harmless jokes get out of 
hand. 

"What m 'have started 
as a fairly innocuous jibe, 
when repeated or 
across an organisation 
can wreak havoc on 
targeted individual," 
says. 

He says employers could 
not be too cautious when it 
comes to keeping 
ployee behaviour in check. 
"It is important to remem­
ber that our workplaces are 
made up of such dh'e 
personalIties, so what may 
s em funny to one person 
can be taken as a personal 
attack by another," 
Robertson says.
